Energy, greenhouse gases, and ulirafine particles(PM 2.5) have an intricate relationship.
The 24 energy consumption(total institution including Gwanak, Yeongeon, Pyeongchang)
of SNU is approximately 74,233 TOE(energy converted tons) and the corresponding carbon
dioxide emissions is about 150,776t—Co2(carbon dioxide converted tons). During the
production of this much energy, approximately 43,000kg of ultrafine particles are produced
annually.

In order to absorb the greenhouse gases emitted/ultrafine particles by SNU,
around 10.69 million 30 years old oak trees are needed
